Instructions for Kansas Abandonment of Property Procedure

Pursuant to KSA 58-2565, if a tenant abandons household goods, furnishings, fixtures or any other personal property in or at the dwelling unit, the Landlord must take possession of the property and store it at the tenant's expense.  
Thirty (30) days after the Landlord takes possession of the property it may be sold or thrown away if you:
 

1. publish once (1x) in a newspaper of general circulation in the County in which such dwelling unit is located a notice of the Landlord's intention to sell or dispose of such property at least fifteen (15) days prior to the sale or other disposition of such property; and 
2. send a copy of the published notice to the tenant at the tenant's last known address within seven (7) days of the publication in the newspaper. 
The published notice must state the following:
1. The name of the tenant;
2. The property address of the rental property;
3. a brief description of the property; and 
4. the approximate date on which the landlord intends to sell or otherwise dispose of such property.
 
During thirty-day period after the Landlord takes possession of the property, and at any time prior to sale or other disposition thereof, the tenant may redeem the property upon payment to you of the reasonable expenses incurred in taking, holding and preparing the property for sale and of any amount due from the tenant for rent (and past due fees and costs if applicable).
